Select:  YES to find out whether city law contains any provision restricting smoking, 
tobacco, and/or nicotine use 

Smoking prohibited in all park areas 

Select:  YES to find out if city law makes any provision for enforcement Enforcement mechanism specified in the policy 

Types of tobacco products restricted by the policy 

Choose: 
-Voluntary or courtesy enforcement if compliance is voluntary 
-Fine/Civil penalties to find out if city law specifies citations and/or fines 
-Administrative penalties to find out if the city suspends park privileges for 
those who break the law 
-Criminal penalties to find out if breaking the law is considered a 
misdemeanor or other criminal offense 
-Other if penalties are specified by are not among those listed above 
-Not specified if the city does not specify the enforcement mechanism in the 
law or rule 
 

Means of policy enforcement 

Choose up to three: 
-Smoked tobacco products for cigarettes and other smoked products (but not e-
cigarettes) 
-Smokeless tobacco products for spit, chew, snuff, dissolvable products and other 
smokeless products (but not e-cigarettes) 
-E-cigarettes for any oral electronic device, including e-cigarettes, e-cigars and e-
pipes
